In June, 2008, flood waters devastated
large portions of Cedar Rapids and Linn
County. As flood waters receded, the
Cedar Rapids Linn County Solid Waste
Agency mobilized to handle the large
amounts of debris generated during the
flooding. Hours were expanded,
temporary staff hired, equipment rented,
and a closed landfill was reopened to
facilitate the disposal of the flood debris.
Key partnerships were formed between
the solid waste agency, the City of Cedar
